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News Broadcast the Fact that the System of Norms and

Standards to Verify

Abstract
Most of Taiwanese appeal to broadcast and television media, to television,
followed by network and broadcasting. Among them, the largest number of complaint
cases is in television news and political comment programs, in other words, accuracy

in television news is getting progressively worse.

In the past, journalism theory experience tells us that most important is “truth”,
“objectivity”, “balance” and should be based on the premise of public interest.
Complete verification without even going to make the situation deliberately false

reporting is not allowed.

News reports in order to avoid the facts wrong, endangering public welfare, and
against the rights of the people to know the truth, the study by the National
Communications Commission (NCC) commissioned. To draft a proposal “News
broadcast the fact that the system of norms and standards to verify” this research
project with objectives of the major research projects including: 1. according to the
previous collection of national news and the facts 2. error cases studies news 3. News
fact check research production and broadcast codes and standards set. This study
suggests the following:

First, feasibility proposal immediately

(a) Government to verify the facts in the news norms should play a “counselor” role
of the news content, and interference should be reduced as much as possible. But
when the market is in disorder, self-regulation and discipline of media monitoring
is not feasible, and news reports at times have been against the public interest.
When the Government has the “residual power of the successor” concept, they
take the responsibility of the media last check.

(b) Journalism verification should be a lesson to reporters and editors. The
organization's responsibility to verify the division of good news, clarify
responsibilities, and set clear standards to avoid the reporters and editors in the

news with attribution of responsibility in the pessimistic region.



(c) Shall be made within the media a verify “check list”. This paper is given to a
reporter in the hope that through this check list it will help the media reduce errors,
helping to organize operations.

(d) Establishment news media to establish standard operating procedures (SOP) on
how to verify. With this set of verification of the SOP process designed by the
industry, the verification procedure will be clearly marked in the standard
verification process which news. These procedures can detect the part of each
broadcast in order to reduce the possibility of information error.

Secondly, the long-term recommendations are:

(a) Proposal to set news media organizations to verify production and broadcast the
fact that norms can be developed in this study, “produced and broadcast news and
the facts verified norms and standards™ and “verification system for broadcast
news fact check list” STBA(Satellite Television Broadcasting Association R.O.C)
into the site by providing members develop “self-regulated news fact check™ and a
“news and the facts check list”, “News Notes verification” of information, and
suggested that information shall be accompanied by press time to verify the check
list to remind the news media attention to the fact that verification by workers is
important.

(b) Media organizations recommended the establishment of “journalistic ethics
committee’ to imitate the Korean news ethics committee review process for its
members. It is recommended to order via the ’Media Internal Ethics Committee™,
“Satellite Association Ethics Committee” , “NCC Ethics Committee” for review.
Information ethics committee for the implementation of the responsibility of
journalistic ethics, should participate in external experts, and has investigative
powers and the right penalty.

(c) Penalties for violation of norms of information verification, should be “checking
whether to fulfill our responsibility” and “malicious principles for determining’’:
News and the degree of error will have different degrees of difference, therefore,
determine whether the violation of the media should first check to determine if the
media fulfill the responsibility. If the punishment for the wrong information, the
principle must be determined malicious, the responsibility for verification and to
fulfill our end of hostile persons, suggested the inclusion of a reference when the

future of media replacement.
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
